Unfortunately, this natural disaster took many of their treasures and memories away.
Houses, offices, and schools where many students were at are now gone. Children’s
favorite toys and books, including school items are all taken by tsunami. People are now
forced to live in evacuation centers, and many are places like schools where people
have to eat, play and sleep together in the same room.

In considering above circumstances, | would like you to consider some of the things list-
ed below in writing letters to people in Tohoku. We are certain that your letter will bring
people joy and laughter and even a sense of hope—so again, we THANK you VERY
much for taking your time to think about them, and write a letter!!

In writing a letter, please....
1)  Send a person your support and thoughts by drawing them a happy picture or
writing to them (see sample messages in romaji and hiragana on back page).

2)  Feel free to write about yourself—such as where you are from, how old you are,
what you enjoy most, even what you thought about this disaster.

3) Feel free to ask them questions. Though you may not hear from a person, it is still
OK to ask them questions.

4)  Feel free to attach a photo, write your full name and address to personalize your
letter. It is NOT required, but if you feel comfortable with doing so, please do!

5) Please avoid political and religious message to respect personal preferences.

6) Do not glue food, candy, glitter or bumpy items to the card so that the delivery
process can be done easily! We also don’t want any of your letters to be destroyed
by those glue-some items ;)

7) Please write by hand (instead of computer printing), this makes your letter special.

Again, please understand that you may NOT receive any responses from those who you
will write to. | know people would LOVE to write you back, but the circumstances people
are in right now makes it difficult to find a time to do so. Thank you all for your under-
standing! And again, THANK YOU VERY MUCH for your KINDNESS!!
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Sample Phrases in Romaji (Roman letters) and the Hiragana (Japanese) equivalent:

Ganbatte! / 73 AL -> T
(Do your best! Hang in there! Persevere!)

Genki o dashite, ganbatte kudasai / A X% 7L T NAE-T <73
(Please be energized/draw your energy/lift your spirits, and move forward/do your best.)

Yuuki o motte, gambatte kudasai/ W} 95 X% L ->T BAE-T <7
(Please have courage and do your best!)

Nippon no minasama no koto o kangaete imasu /
IZoFEAD HRIFEDOZEE DPABZT WET,
(We are thinking of all of you in Japan.)

Nippon no minasama no koto o, kokorokara inotte imasu /
IZoEAD BIRISEDOZ EE ZZ2A0DL WO T WET,
(We wish for the best/pray for all of you in Japan)

“What can our kids do to help Northern Japan?” Is the question that started this campaign.
A few Richmond School parents have been able to put ideas and connections together to
come up with the “Ganbatte Letters” to give the kids still living in emergency shelters even
just a small light of hope and something to smile about. This also gives our children an op-
portunity to help others in a very personal way. Mercy Corps and Peace Winds Japan have
accepted our offer with great enthusiasm, and will distribute these letters to the children in
the area.

Adults are welcome and encouraged also to write in Japanese (as you can) to adults and/
or seniors, as we are told 80% of those in the shelters are not children. Please feel free
to forward this on to anyone you think may also wish to participate. Please contact your
school representative or myself for any questions. Thank you very much for your support!
